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At Christmas time, thoughts naturally turn to gifts.
From a Bylaws view, thoughts turn to the Plymouth
members who convert its words into gifts of time,
talent, and tenacity to support the activities and enliven
the spirit of the Church. There is great appreciation for
their contributions.

Fortunately, those gifts continue through the year and
the years. Even more fortunately, the revising of
Bylaws does not. We have only two more groups to
mention here.

The Nominating Committee provides the doorway to
all elected offices. Clearly, the future of the Church is
affected by its success in matching nominees’ interests
and abilities to the requirements of each position.

There’s no way the Bylaws can make it easier for a
Nominating Committee member to find a prospect,
explain the duties of an elected position, and obtain
agreement to be a nominee. However, the Bylaws can
offer a bit of relief in other ways.

For instance, the Nominating Committee must see that
only about half the members of the Boards and itself
are replaced at each election. This is done by
staggering the two-year terms.

If unexpected circumstances should make it difficult to
maintain this balance by offering only two-year terms,
the proposed Bylaws offer the one-time possibility of a
one-year term.

Then, for a slight easing of the load, the proposed
Bylaws remind that the maximum number of seven
members for a Board is not a requirement. If a Board
agrees, its membership can be lowered to six or five.

That brings us to the Executive Council, the Church’s
governing body between Congregational meetings.
Within the Bylaws, there is no limit on the actions it
can take; but it seemed uncertain that it could establis
Committees and Task Forces.

One proposed Bylaw revision makes this ability clear.
The Council will undoubtedly apply it to two new
duties.

One is about communication, an important part of
Church life. Plymouth usebke Bel|l Sunday bulletins,
bulletin boards, its website, email address lists for the
entire membership and special groupings, articles and
ads in various local media, internal distribution of
minutes of Board and Congregational meetings, and
even more.

& Adventures with Bylaws—Gifts beyond Words & ™

This is a wide-ranging but quite uncoordinated
assortment.

It leaves open such questions as who is responsible for
the issuance and content of publications, the
maintenance and content of the website, or the use of
email address lists. There are questions about who can
submit material for publication and who can have access
to the official records and even more questions.

As a result, the revised Bylaws contain a provision that
the Executive Council will Establish policies and
responsibilities for the effective communication of
information on Church activities and objectives to
Members and the public.”

The existence of the Policy Manual and Operation
Guide may be a surprise to most Members. It is aaent
compilation where the Congregation, the Executive
Council, the Boards, and the staff can file— and then
find—the important policy decisions that they have
made. It replaces the tedious searching through years of
old minutes of meetings.

As the Guide has become more used in the electronic
age, there has been an increasing need to review and
update the basic rules for handling and storing the
material.

As a result, the proposed Bylaws ask the Executive
Council to ‘Establish general rules for the organization,
format, publication, distribution, filing, and
maintenance of material in the Policy Manual and
Operation Guide.”

This ends our odyssey through the more significant
proposed revisions of the Bylaws. Other changes
generally either clarify a point or fix a detail. You are
welcome to speculate on their total number.

Next month will bring a review of the overall project, to
be followed by a one-question quiz at the January 29
Annual Business Meeting. You may still prepare by
obtaining a copy of the full proposed revised Bylaws
from the Church Office.

For now, with Christmas in mind, we wish you all a
joyous and reverent occasion and offer special
appreciation for those who turn the words of the Bylaws
into the gift of active support for Plymouth.
